And one of the zoo’s
most popular activities is the Primate Expedition Cruise where guests embark on a guided cruise through

islands inhabited by monkeys, lemurs, and apes.

The all day pay-one-price ticket includes admission to both the nationally accredited zoo and historic
garden along with all shows, tours, exhibits, and the boat ride. ($18.75 adults age 13+/ $10.50 children 3
to 12, under 3 free.
